WHAT IS GOING ON WITH COVID?

There has been a great deal of mixed
messages coming out about Covid 19 and the
guidelines we are to be following to remain as
safe as we can to avoid the tfransmission of the
actual virus.

In the last couple of weeks, we have received
information that the CDC has determined it is
acceptable for those who are completely
vaccinated to not have to wear masks inside
or outside.
